Scale Drawing:
· It will be a one-story house.
·  Hallways and doorways need to be 48” (4 feet) wide and doors will be 36” (3 feet) wide. 
· You will pick a reasonable scale and draw an aerial view sketch of your house (like a blueprint). 
Graph paper can be helpful in the making of the drawings, but your final picture may not be on graph paper. 
· On your scale drawing you must include the scale used (measurement : actual dimension) and the dimensions (length and width) of each room in the measurement and the actual dimension. 
· Use one color for the measurement and one color for the actual measurement.
· Do not worry about the height of the room. Make sure you label each room with its purpose (master bedroom, kitchen, living-room, bathroom, etc…) 
· You will not put windows on your dream home.
